The Student's Code of Conduct
of the West Pomeranian University of Technology in Szczecin
PREAMBLE
The Students of the West Pomeranian University of Technology in Szczecin are aware of the fact that the University is not only the place where they acquire skills, knowledge and professional qualifications, but also where human personality, character and morality are shaped. The honourable status of a student of the West Pomeranian University of Technology in Szczecin obliges them to observe generally accepted moral standards, promote positive models of conduct and good academic customs.  Traditional academic privileges are connected with the obligation of each student to individually develop and self-improve in various spheres of life and to respect the dignity and rights of others, including responsible functioning in society.
§ 1
Students commit themselves to get acquainted with this Student’s Code of Conduct of the West Pomeranian University of Technology in Szczecin further  referred to as "The Code”, to strive for the observance of the principles contained herein and to disseminate them among their fellow students of  Alma Mater.
§ 2
The Student's duties include respect for the University, e. g. expressed in the oath as well as fulfilment of the promises arising therefrom.
§ 3
Students are aware of their rights and duties contained in the regulations of studies, try to act in compliance with the principles of ethics and the glorious academic traditions.
§ 4
Taking into consideration the dignity of each person, Students demonstrate high level of personal culture, show kindness  and respect to all University employees and other Students. They do not discriminate anyone on the basis of their race, nationality, religion, gender, disability, age or sexual orientation. They respect different beliefs and views as well as exercises the  freedom of expression wisely.
§ 5
The Students observe the law and are socially sensitive, e.g. respect the material and intellectual property and are against plagiarism.
§ 6
The Students are aware of the threats posed by psychoactive substances and counteract the negative  social phenomena related to them.
§ 7
Throughout the entire period of education, the Students perseveringly, reliably and conscientiously acquire knowledge, skills and professional qualifications, broaden their horizons and wisely support weaker colleagues. The Students take care of their intellectual development using the knowledge and experience of academic teachers - they strive for self-improvement. They use the acquired knowledge and skills also for the benefit of the general public.
§ 8
The Students actively cooperates with others for the benefit of the student community. While pursuing their social, scientific, artistic and sport passions, they represent their Faculty and University with dignity  in Poland  and abroad.
§ 9
The WPUT Student's Code of Conduct shall be applicable from the academic year 2012/2013.
